Steady Burn Programming

1. Power the light up: Connect RED to Power
Connect BLACK to Ground

2. Touch and hold the GREEN wire to Ground until the light blinks 6 times (approximately
18 seconds), then release it.

For single color lights, the entire light should illuminate steady burn.
For dual color lights, one of the two halves will become steady, while the other flashes.
